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Remembering a Civil Rights Martyr
On March 7, 1965, Martin Luther King, Jr. and six hundred Civil Rights activists attempted to march in Selma, AL for the right to vote. The confrontation that ensued on the Edmund Pettus Bridge became known as “Bloody Sunday.” The Selma to Montgomery March was rescheduled for three weeks later. It drew 25,000 sympathetic protestors from across America -- and this time, it was successful. 
Fifty-six years ago today, as the march was winding down, California, PA native Viola Gregg Liuzzo was shuttling protestors back to Selma. Her kindness provoked the wrath of Ku Klux Klan members, who assassinated her while she was driving on a lonely stretch of highway in Alabama. Her death sparked the passage of the Voting Rights Act a few months later. 
Mrs. Liuzzo didn’t travel to Selma to become a martyr. She saw injustice and was moved to do her part to help right it. Her actions and martyrdom have inspired generations to become involved in pursuing voting rights for all.
